1. Packet Pick-Up: All racers will be required to sign a waiver and show a photo ID at packet pick-up.  Upon 

arrival, first visit the waiver table and sign a waiver. Proceed to look up your number on the appropriate 
sign board, and check in according to your bib number. 
 
Please double-check your race packet when you arrive at Packet Pick-Up to ensure that the information is 
correct. You will not be able to pick up another person’s packet, nor will a person be able to pick up 
yours.  
 

2. Timing Chip: There will be a disposable, orange strip timing chip included in your packet, attached to your 
race bib. You will need to attach this timing chip to your shoe in order to receive a time for the race. 
Please visit http://www.chronotrack.com/pdf/D_Tag_Instructions.pdf  to learn how to affix the timing chip to 
your shoe. 

 
3. Costume Contest: Think you’ve got what it takes to wow the crowd? Well then put your creativity to the 

test by suiting up for the Merrell Down & Dirty presented by Subaru Costume Contest! Cash prizes will be 
awarded to the top 3 costumes as voted on by YOU, the crowd on race morning. Break out those wigs, 
wings, make-up and get ready to strut your stuff! First place wins $200, Second place wins a $110 Merrell 
gift card and Third place will win a free entry into the 2011 race! The costume contest will be at 6:45am, 
so if you want to be in the running for great prizes, be at the main stage by 6:45am. 

 

4. Wave Starts: Wave starts will be seeded by expected pace per mile. Before your race start time, please 
gather in the corral labeled with your expected pace per mile. If you want to run along with friends, co-
workers or family members of varying paces, please line up in the corral for the slowest pace per mile of 
your group. The Military & Public Safety Division will be the first wave of racers. 

 

5. It is required that you wear your shoes on the course and through the mud pit. Please wear shoes and 
apparel that you won’t mind getting extremely muddy! There will be rinse off stations and changing tents 
available after the race, so please bring a towel and a clean outfit. 

 

6. Burger Bash: The Merrell Down & Dirty Mud Run presented by Subaru Burger Bash will open at 8:00am. 
There will be a tear-off on your bib that will serve as your food ticket to the Burger Bash, which will 
include your choice of hamburger, cheeseburger, veggie burger, chips and a drink. Additional tickets can 
be purchased at the entrance for friends or family members for $7.00. 

 
7. Official Merchandise: Looking to commemorate your race with some extra schwag? There will be great 

Merrell Down & Dirty National Mud Run Series presented by Subaru Official Merchandise available on 
race day. Stop by the Official Merchandise tent to check out official hoodies, hats and tech tees to show 
everyone in town that you got down & dirty in Miami! 

 

8. Bag Check: There will be a bag check available at the race. Please attach the tear off portion of your bib to 
your bag with one of the provided safety pins. Your bib number will serve as your bag check ticket, so 
please have your bib number with you when you return to pick up your bag after the race. 

 

9. Valuables: Please do not bring anything through the mud pit that is of value! We would hate for you to 
lose wedding rings, expensive jewelry or car keys.
